We are an apostolic people, sent by the Lord.  Apostle means „one 

who is sent‟, and thus an apostolic people means „people that are 

sent‟.  Jesus sent out the 12 (Mt.10 / Lk.9).  He also sent out the 70 

(Lk.10) two by two, and now He send us out into the world to be 

salt and light (Mt.5), to be His hands, feet and mouthpiece to a 

world in need.  Read Isa.58. 

 

It is important to realise that we are sent, we are not to stay, but as 

we go, we are not to go in our own strength but in the strength and 

power of God through His Holy Spirit.
